Cerebration, a Masters level business competition organized by the National University of Singapore
(NUS) Business School has attracted 641 teams from more than 100 universities in 31 countries to take
part.

Among the participants were teams from prestigious institutions like the Yale School of Management,
United States, the Stuggart Institute of Management and Technology, Germany and the London Business
School, United Kingdom.

The Grand final of this global competition was held on 27 March’06 at Raffles City Convention Hall. Six
Grand Finalists Teams consisting of two teams who did their studies on Informatics as their case : Team
Brain Craft, Instituto de Empresa Business School from Spain and Team VISM from International
University of Japan.

Both teams have done their studies on developing a business plan to promote Informatics Capstone in
overseas market. Team Brain Craft from Instituto de Empresa, Spain presented their business plan on
marketing Informatics Capstone was selected the Champion for the MBA Global Challenge competition.
