“To obtain a Special Employment pass, you need a recognised qualification with a minimum 
salary of S$1800,” Kencana explained. 
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“Everything was new to me but the knowledge I have acquired through my studies has served me 
well and is applicable to my new career,” she explained as she recalled her first day of work. 
 
Kencana has make plans to do her Master’s Degree in 2 years’ time and Informatics and 
University of Wales will be her first choice. 
 
When asked about her opinion on the Flexi-Learning mode offered at Informatics, Kencana said, 
“Flexi-learning is definitely a good option and I will consider doing my Master’s Degree via flexi-
learning at Informatics.”
